One-Pager

A one-pager is an after reading technique that will help us check our comprehension of the text.  We will be recalling some of the descriptive statements utilized by the author to create a visual representation (picture) of an important moment from the story.  We will also be summarizing the story and adding our personal thoughts on it. 

Directions:

On your one-pager you need to have:

1. Title/Author/Genre [2 pts]
2. A descriptive passage(a small section) from the story [2 pts]
A. Choose one passage from the book. Make sure that it is written word for word from the textbook!!!!
3. An explanation of what was happening in the story during the descriptive passage [3 pts]
A. Use the information that you filled in on your chart(3-4 sentences)
4. A summary of the story [5 pts]
A. This should be about 4-5 sentences (It needs to have the most important events in the order that they occurred.  There should not be any grammar/spelling errors.)
5. Your personal response to the story [3 pts]
A. This could include whether you liked it or not and any connections between yourself and the story (3-4 sentences)
6. A picture that illustrates your descriptive passage. [5 pts]
A. Look at the examples that I hung up around the room

B. Your picture should be neatly drawn, detailed and colored
